With this letter | have the pleasure to inform the Council of Europe that the Government of Ukraine
decided to nominate

- Mr Holovaty Serhiy
- Mr Marmazov Vasyl
- Mrs Yudkivska Ganna

as the candidates for the position of a judge at the European Court of Human Rights selected in respect of
Ukraine.

In the selection process the Government of Ukraine made the maximum effort to ensure full
impartiality and transparency of the process. The selection process was carried out by the Selection
committee established by the Government for this very purpose in March 2007 (sec Resolution of the
Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine of 21 March 2007 no. 524 attached in annexes).

The committee was composed of representatives of the Ministry of Justice, Ministry of Foreign Affairs,
the Constitutional Court of Ukraine, the Supreme Court of Ukraine, specialized comities of the Verkhovna
Rada of Ukraine, Ukrainian Parliament Commissioner for Human Rights, and Ukrainian non-governmental
public organisation.

The Selection committee adopted the text of the announcement about the competition that included
the criteria for the office of a judge at the European Court of Human Rights established the Convention for
the Protection of Human Rights and Fundamental Freedoms itself, as well as keeping in mind relevant
recommendations and resolutions of the Council of Europe's organs and institutions. The call for candidates
was issued through the official gazette "Uriadovyi Kurier", as well as the official website of the Ministry of
Justice. Potential candidates had 30 days to apply.

As a result, five female candidates and ten male candidates applied during the above mentioned
period. It is necessary to note that two of the candidates are residing outside of Ukraine, therefore, the
conclusion can be made that the information about the competition was disseminated in a proper way. All
candidates, who wished to take part in the competition, passed the test demonstrating their level of
knowledge of the English language or the French one and were interviewed by the Selection committee.
After such procedures the Selection committee keeping in mind relevant recommendations and resolutions
of the Council of Europe's organs and institutions, as well as requirements of the criteria for the office of a
judge at the European Court of Human Rights established by the Convention for the Protection of Human
Rights and Fundamental Freedoms selected three mentioned candidates by secret vote. Results of voting
are laid out in the protocols of the Returning board of the Selection committee which attached in annexes.

The Government of Ukraine believe that three nominated candidates meet the requirements
established by the Convention for the Protection of Human Rights and Fundamental Freedoms, as well as
other criteria proposed by the Council of Europe's organs and institutions and, therefore, invite the
Committee of Ministers to forward the list of the candidates to the Parliamentary Assembly. The Government
of Ukraine express their hope that the Parliamentary Assembly will be in position to elect a judge at the
European Court of Human Rights in respect of Ukraine from the above mentioned list.
